Request for Information: Round 2 Project Area Redesign
In advance of Round II of Missouri’s BEAD program, the Office of Broadband Development is soliciting feedback about changes to application areas necessary to maximize deployment of high-quality, cost-efficient broadband to BEAD-eligible locations.

As in Round I, applicants in Missouri BEAD Round II will be required to apply by application area and submit plans to serve all the BEAD-eligible locations in the application area(s) they apply for. This RFI process is intended to identify locations that will unduly drive up costs within Round I application areas to the extent that a Priority Broadband Project (using end-to-end fiber technology) or Reliable Broadband Service Project would not be feasible should the same application area be carried over into Round II. OBD invites submission of lists of these locations with supporting information as described in Appendix A. Submission of a location indicates to OBD that it should be removed from the application area it was associated with in Round I. No location will lose BEAD eligibility through this process, and any locations that are removed from their current project will be available for funding using a variety of technologies, including fiber, fixed wireless, and low-earth orbit satellite.
Not all locations indicated by participants in this process will be removed from their assigned application area, and OBD may modify application areas to remove some locations that are not indicated by any participant. OBD will consider factors including the distance from the nearest eligible location, the modeled cost to serve the location, and participant submissions when determining which locations to remove. 
Participants may also indicate to OBD that they have reason to believe specific locations should not be included in any BEAD broadband deployment project because they are not broadband serviceable (e.g. landforms, unoccupied structures, or other features wrongly marked as broadband serviceable locations). Locations reported through question I.4 of a Round I application need not be re-reported on this basis. Submission will flag these locations for review by OBD and potentially result in their exclusion from final BEAD awards. Based on the result of that review these locations may also be removed from their Round I application areas.
Submissions may be made for any application area and eligible location. A list of eligible locations and associated application areas can be found here. Application areas preliminarily awarded and accepted in Round 1 will not be subject to changes through this process except in cases where the participant indicates and OBD certifies that the location is not broadband serviceable. Applicants may see the application areas that will not be offered to any applicant at the end of Round I under the “Preliminarily Awarded Round 1 Areas and Round 2 Map Revisions” heading on ded.mo.gov/office-broadband-development/mapping. More areas may be advanced to Round II should the preliminarily awarded provider not accept their award. 
OBD will begin accepting submission of edits to application areas on May 16 and close the submission window on May 30. On or before May 16 OBD will announce the opening of a portal that will accept these submissions. 

Appendix A: Submission Specifications
Participants in this process should submit a comma separated value file with four columns titled “location_id”, “reason_code”, “reason_subcode”, and “notes” 
location_id: A ten-digit ID indicating a Missouri BEAD-eligible location. All submitted location_ids should appear on Missouri’s published list of BEAD-eligible locations.
reason_code: A single digit between 0 and 2 as described below. These codes align with reason codes in NTIA’s BEAD Final Proposal Guidance v1.2 (starting on page 42). Codes 3, 4, and 5 are not relevant to this reporting process and should not be used in these submissions.
